The main aspects of clinical psychology

Clinical psychology is the branch of psychology concerned with the assessment and treatment of
mental illness, abnormal behavior and psychiatric problems. This field integrates the science of
psychology with the treatment of complex human problems, making it an exciting career choice for
people who are looking for a challenging and rewarding field.

American psychologist Lightner Witmer first introduced the term in a 1907 paper. Witmer, a
former student of Wilhelm Wundt, defined clinical psychology as "the study of individuals, by
observation or experimentation, with the intention of promoting change.” Today, clinical psychology is
one of the most popular subfields within psychology.

Clinical psychology is an integration of science, theory and clinical knowledge for the purpose of
understanding, preventing, and relieving psychologically-based distress or dysfunction and to promote subjective
well-being and personal development. Central to its practice are psychological assessment and psychotherapy,
although clinical psychologists also engage in research, teaching, consultation, forensic testimony, and program
development and administration.®®! In many countries, clinical psychology is regulated as a health care profession.

Activity of clinical psychologists

Since the 1970s, clinical psychology has continued growing into a robust profession and academic field of
study. Although the exact number of practicing clinical psychologists is unknown, it is estimated that between 1974
and 1990, the number in the US grew from 20,000 to 63,000. Clinical psychologists continue to be experts in
assessment and psychotherapy while expanding their focus to address issues of gerontology, sports, and the
criminal justice system to name a few. One important field is health psychology, the fastest-growing employment
setting for clinical psychologists in the past decade.® Other major changes include the impact of managed care on
mental health care; an increasing realization of the importance of knowledge relating to multicultural and diverse
populations; and emerging privileges to prescribe psychotropic medication. Approximately 20% of clinical health
psychologists identify themselves as counseling psychologists as well.

Clinical psychologists can offer a range of professional services, including:

. Administer and interpret psychological assessment and testing

. Conduct psychological research

. Consultation (especially for multi-disciplinary teams in mental health settings, such as
psychiatric wards and increasingly other healthcare settings, schools and businesses)

. Development of prevention and treatment programs

. Program administration

. Provide expert testimony (forensic psychology)

. Provide psychological/ mental treatment (psychotherapy, or/fand psychopharmacology
"prescribing psychologists™)

. Teach

In practice, clinical psychologists may work with individuals, couples, families, or groups in a
variety of settings, including private practices, hospitals, mental health organizations, schools, businesses,
and non-profit agencies. Most clinical psychologists who engage in research and teaching do so within a
college or university setting. Clinical psychologists may also choose to specialize in a particular field—

1. What does a clinical psychologist do?

Clinical psychologists meet with clients to identify problems—emotional, mental and
behavioral—in their lives. Through observation, interviews and tests, the psychologist will diagnose any
existing or potential disorders. Then, together with the client, they formulate a program of treatment
according to the client's needs. Psychologists monitor the client's progress on a regular basis to ensure that
their needs are met by the course of action, and to adjust it if necessary.

On the job, clinical psychologists:

. Identify psychological, emotional or behavioral issues

. Diagnose psychological, emotional or behavioral disorders

. Develop and implement treatment plans and therapeutic processes

. Help clients define goals and plan action to achieve personal, social, educational and
vocational development and adjustment

. Monitor client progress through regular meetings or sessions

. Teach classes

. Conduct research

. Publish research findings in industry journals

2. What education or certification will I need to become a clinical psychologist?

Earning a four-year undergraduate degree is the first step in your education toward becoming a
psychologist. A bachelor's in education, psychology or sociology will best prepare you for your graduate
school work, but if you’ve already earned a bachelor's in another field, that’s OK.

You'll need a master's degree in psychology to enter the field of clinical psychology. This may
take one- to-two years to obtain. Learn more about What You’ll Study.

Many clinical, counseling and research psychologists earn a doctoral degree as well, which can be
a PhD in psychology or a Doctor of Psychology degree. Doctoral degree programs in clinical psychology
typically require an investment of five to six years. Programs in certain areas of professional psychology
require a one year internship as part of the doctoral program.

If earning a PhD in psychology, you'll also complete a residency training program under a
practicing clinician; this residency can take up to three years to complete.

Licensing and certification guidelines for psychologists vary by state; be sure to check the
guidelines for the region in which you plan to study.

Sigmund Freud

(born May 6, 1856, Freiberg, Moravia, Austrian Empiredied Sept. 23, 1939, London, Eng.) Austrian
neuropsychologist, founder of psychoanalysis, and one of the major intellectual figures of the 20th
century. Trained in Vienna as a neurologist, Freud went to Paris in 1885 to study with Jean-Martin
Charcot, whose work on hysteria led Freud to conclude that mental disorders might be caused purely by
psychological rather than organic factors. Returning to Vienna (1886), Freud collaborated with the
physician Josef Breuer (18421925) in further studies on hysteria, resulting in the development of some
key psychoanalytic concepts and techniques, including free association, the unconscious, resistance (later
defense mechanisms), and neurosis. In 1899 he published The Interpretation of Dreams, in which he
analyzed the complex symbolic processes underlying dream formation: he proposed that dreams are the
disguised expression of unconscious wishes. In his controversial Three Essays on the Theory of Sexuality
(1905), he delineated the complicated stages of psychosexual development (oral, anal, and phallic) and
the formation of the Oedipus complex. During World War |, he wrote papers that clarified his
understanding of the relations between the unconscious and conscious portions of the mind and the
workings of the id, ego, and superego. Freud eventually applied his psychoanalytic insights to such
diverse phenomena as jokes and slips of the tongue, ethnographic data, religion and mythology, and
modern civilization. Works of note include Totem and Taboo (1913), Beyond the Pleasure Principle
(1920), The Future of an Illusion (1927), and Civilization and Its Discontents (1930). Freud fled to
England when the Nazis annexed Austria in 1938; he died shortly thereafter. Despite the relentless and
often compelling challenges mounted against virtually all of his ideas, both in his lifetime and after, Freud
has remained one of the most influential figures in contemporary thought.

The work of Lev Vygotsky (1934) has become the foundation of much research and theory in
cognitive development over the past several decades, particularly of what has become known as Social
Development Theory.

Vygotsky's theories stress the fundamental role of social interaction in the development of cognition
Vygotsky, 1978), as he believed strongly that community plays a central role in the process of "making
meaning."

Unlike Piaget's notion that children's’ development must necessarily precede their learning,
Vygotsky argued, "learning is a necessary and universal aspect of the process of developing culturally
organized, specifically human psychological function™ (1978, p. 90). In other words, social learning
tends to precede (i.e. come before) development.

Vygotsky has developed a sociocultural approach to cognitive development. He developed his
theories at around the same time as Jean Piaget was starting to develop his theories (1920's and 30's), but
he died at the age of 38 and so his theories are incomplete - although some of his writings are still being
translated from Russian.

No single principle (such as Piaget's equilibration) can account for development. Individual
development cannot be understood without reference to the social and cultural context within which it is
embedded. Higher mental processes in the individual have their origin in social processes.

Carl Gustav Jung often referred to as C. G. Jung, was a Swisspsychiatrist and psychotherapist who
founded analytical psychology.!?! Jung proposed and developed the concepts of extraversion and
introversion; archetypes, and the collective unconscious. His work has been influential in psychiatry and
in the study of religion, philosophy, archeology, anthropology, literature, and related fields. He was a
prolific writer, many of whose works were not published until after his death.

The central concept of analytical psychology is individuation—the psychological process of
integrating the opposites, including the conscious with the unconscious, while still maintaining their
relative autonomy.®! Jung considered individuation to be the central process of human development.l

Jung created some of the best known psychological concepts, including the archetype, the collective
unconscious, the complex, andsynchronicity. The Myers-Briggs Type Indicator (MBTI), a
popular psychometric instrument, has been developed from Jung's theory of psychological types.

Jung saw the human psyche as "by nature religious"® and made this religiousness the focus of his
explorations.’®! Jung is one of the best known contemporary contributors to dream analysis and
symbolization.

6. Though he was a practising clinician and considered himself to be a
scientist,"T much of his life's work was spent exploring tangential areas such
as Eastern and Western philosophy, alchemy, astrology, and sociology, as well as literature and
the arts. Jung's interest in philosophy and the occult led many to view him as a mystic,
although his ambition was to be seen as a man of science.l’l His influence on popular
psychology, the "psychologization of religion",® spirituality and the New Age movement has
been immense.

An important area of expertise for many clinical psychologists is assessment, and there are
indications that as many as 91% of psychologists utilize this core clinical practice. Such evaluations are
usually conducted in order to gain insight into, and form hypotheses about, psychological or behavioral
problems. As such, the results of these assessments are often used to clarify a person's diagnosis and
assist in planning treatments or arranging for services. Methods used to gather information include formal
tests, clinical interviews, reviews of past records, and behavioral observations.

There exist literally hundreds of various assessment tools, although only a few have been shown to
have both high statistical validity (i.e., test actually measures what it claims to measure) and reliability
(i.e., consistency). These measures generally fall within one of several categories, including the
following:

. Intelligence & achievement tests — These tests are designed to measure certain aspects of
cognitive functioning (often referred to as 1Q) in comparison to a group of people with similar
characteristics (such as age or education). These tests, including the WISC-1V and WAIS-1V, attempt to
measure traits such as general knowledge, verbal comprehension, working memory,
attention/concentration, logical reasoning, and visual/spatial perception.?l Several of these tests have been
shown to accurately predict scholastic achievement and occupational performance, and help to identify a
person's cognitive strengths and weaknesses. 2!

. Personality tests — These tests aim to describe patterns of behavior, thoughts, and feelings,
and generally fall within two categories: objective and projective. Objective measures, such as the MMPI-2
or the MCMI-III, are based on forced-choice responses—such as yes/no, true/false, or a rating scale—and

generate scores that can be compared to a normative group. Projective tests, such as the Rorschach inkblot
test, use open-ended responses, often based on ambiguous stimuli, to reveal non-conscious psychological
dynamics such as motivations and perceptions of the self and the world. 2

. Neuropsychological tests - Tests in this category are often used to evaluate a person's
cognitive functioning and its relationship to a person's behavior or psychological functioning.[*®! They are
used in a variety of settings, for purposes such as clarifying a diagnosis (especially in distinguishing
between psychiatric and neurological symptoms), better understanding the impact of a person's
neurological condition on their behavior, treatment planning (especially in rehabilitation settings), and for
legal questions, such as determining if a person is faking their symptoms (also referred to as malingering)
or if they are capable to stand trial.[*?]

. Clinical interviews — Clinical psychologists are also trained to gather data by observing
behavior and collecting detailed histories. The clinical interview is a vital part of assessment, even when
using other formalized measures, as it provides a context in which to understand test results. Psychologists
can employ a structured format (such as the SCID or the MMSE), a semi-structured format (such as a
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sequence of questions) or an unstructured format to gather information about a person's symptoms and past
and present functioning.? Such assessments often include evaluations of general appearance and behavior,
mood and affect, perception, comprehension, orientation, memory, thought process, and/or communication.

8. Methods of medical help
9. Besides using methods to measure the brain’s physiology and anatomy, it is also
important to have techniques for analyzing behaviour in order to get a better insight on
cognition. Compared to the neuroscientific methods, which concentrate on neuronal activity of
the brain regions, behavioural methods focus on overt behaviour of a test person. This can be
realized by well defined behavioural methods (e.g. eye-tracking), test batteries (e.g. 1Q-test) or
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measurements which are designed to answer specific questions concerning the behaviour of
humans. Furthermore, behavioural methods are often used in combination with all kinds of
neuroscientific methods mentioned above. Whenever there is an overt reaction on a stimulus
(e.g. picture) these behavioural methods can be useful. Another goal of a behavioural test is to
examine in what terms damage of the central nervous system influences cognitive abilities.

A Concept of a behavioural test

The tests are performed to give an answer to certain questions about human behaviour. In order to
find an answer to that question, a test strategy has to be developed. First it has to be carefully considered,
how to design the test in the best way, so that the measurement results provide an accurate answer to the
initial question. How can the test be conducted so that founding variables are minimal and the focus really
is on the problem? When an appropriate test arrangement is found, the defining of test variables is the
next part. The test is now conducted and probably repeated until a sufficient amount of data is collected.
The next step is the evaluation of the resulting data, with the suitable methods of statistics. If the test
reveals a significant result, it might be the case that further questions arise about neuronal activity
underlying the behaviour. Then neuroscientific methods are useful to investigate correlating brain
activities. Methods, which proved to provide good evidence to a certain recurrent question about
cognitive abilities of subjects, can bring together in a test battery.

Example: Question: Does a noisy surrounding affect the ability to solve a certain problem?

Possible test design: Expose half of the subject to a silent environment while solving the same task
as the other half in a noisy environment. In this example founding variables might be different cognitive
abilities of the participants. Test variables could be the time needed to solve the problem and the loudness
of the noise etc.

Psychoanalysis as a treatment

As a method of psychological help, psychoanalysis is based on the theory that early relationships
with parents, childhood experiences of, love, loss, sexuality and death all lay down patterns in the mind
which provide, as mentioned above, unconscious ‘templates’, which have enduring effects on
psychological functioning and are the source of conflicts which can block development.

Psychoanalysis provides a setting within which these unconscious patterns can be brought into
awareness, understood and so become available to modification. To a greater or lesser degree, everyone is
affected by deep-seated unconscious, archaic relationships and conflicts and psychoanalysis can help free
people to live their lives in a richer and more fulfilling way.

What is Anxiety? Anxiety (and, more severely, panic attack) is a feeling of apprehension, uneasiness,
agitation, uncertainty and fear. Symptoms include feelings of increased tension, helplessness,
inadequacy, fear, distress and worry. Physical symptoms may also be seen, including palpitations
(rapid heartbeat), trembling, shaking voice, white skin, sweaty hands and inability to sleep.
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How do you get Anxiety? Anxiety can be caused by life changes or stressful events, or there may be
no obvious cause. How serious is Anxiety? This can vary greatly and can be over a short or long term.
How long does Anxiety last? The anxiety may be acute (short term), from a particular stressful event,
or chronic (long term) from generalised anxiety, but there may be periods of relatively little anxiety.
How is Anxiety treated? Some patients have gained benefit from relaxation techniques such as
meditation. Supportive therapy may reduce symptoms through the reassurance of a supportive friend,
relative or medical professional. Other behavioural-type therapies can be advised and given by a
trained specialist therapist; these include desensitisation techniques and cognitive behaviour therapies.
The type of therapy that is recommended depends on the exact type and severity of the anxiety and its
underlying cause if known. Treatment with beta-blocker medicines (at generally lower doses than
those used for high blood pressure) have successfully controlled some of the symptoms of anxiety,
like rapid heartbeat and tremor, thereby bringing some relief to the patient. Benzodiazepines and
antidepressants have also shown success.

What is bipolar disorder? Everyone has times when they experience changes in their moods, such as
happiness, sadness or anger. These changes are normally a response to changing events and are part of
everyday living. However, in bipolar disorder the mood changes are out of proportion, or totally
unrelated, to the events. Manic or depressive episodes can be experienced in bipolar disorder, which
is why the condition is sometimes called manic-depressive illness. The manic episode may include
feelings of euphoria, increased energy, decreased need for sleep, fast talking, jumping from one idea
to another, irritability, aggression and the inability to make sound judgments. The depressive episode
includes a feeling of sadness, hopelessness, decreased energy and a need to sleep. Appetite will be lost
and suicidal thoughts may be experienced. In bipolar disorder, the person will swing between these
moods. How do you get bipolar disorder? Bipolar disorder affects about 3-4% of adults during their
lifetime. Symptoms normally appear during adolescence or early adulthood and tend to reappear
throughout their lifetime.

The cause of bipolar disorder is not known, but it is thought to involve many different factors. It may
be partly hereditary; in other words the genes that we inherit might have a contributory role. It may be
a result of abnormalities in the way some nerve cells in the brain function with an imbalance in the
chemicals that the brain uses to send messages from one cell to another. This results in the person
being more vulnerable to emotional and physical stresses. How serious is bipolar disorder? It is an
enduring, recurring mental condition which can often be of a severe nature. Therefore, the disease
requires active management. The mood swings can make normal relationships difficult to maintain
and can affect all aspects of life.
